That’s why Gun Owners of America published this
Congressional Rating — to help gun owners deter-
mine the best candidates on the Second Amendment.

Hillary Clinton has promised to wage an all-out attack against the Second

Amendment, while Donald Trump is attempting to court pro-gunners.

Hillary: Supreme Court
“Wrong” on 2nd Amendment

At the presidential level, the differences between Donald
Trump and Hillary Clinton are stark.

Hillary makes no bones about gun control being a center-
piece of her campaign.

For instance, when asked about the Australian mandatory
government buyback program in which almost a million pri-
vately owned firearms were collected and destroyed, Hillary
praised the laws from Down Under and said, “I think it’s worth
considering.”

Hillary would also shift the Supreme Court dramatically to
the Left — and the Second Amendment would be her litmus
test.

Clinton told supporters that, “The Supreme Court is wrong
on the Second Amendment, and I am going to make that case
every chance I get.”

Donald Trump, on the other hand, put forth a list of twenty-
one potential Supreme Court nominees with records supporting
individual, constitutional rights.

Trump also spoke out against gun-free zones, calling them
“target practice for the sickos and for the mentally ill.”

He supports concealed carry, telling CNN that, “the right of
self-defense doesn’t stop at the end of your driveway.”

And he has pledged to undo Obama’s anti-gun executive
actions. Hillary thinks those orders should have gone farther.

Unfortunately, Trump, like Clinton, supports taking away
Second Amendment rights — without due process — from
people on a secret government watch list.

The Libertarian Party nominated former New Mexico gover-
nor Gary Johnson, rated B by GOA, as its presidential stan-

dard-nearer.

Johnson’s running mate, former governor Bill Weld, is rated
F- by GOA due to his efforts in Massachusetts to pass some of
the strictest gun control laws in the country.

Donald Trump’s VP pick is pro-gun Indiana governor Mike
Pence, while Hillary’s choice was anti-gun Virginia Senator
Tim Kaine.

Senate Up For Grabs

There is also a fierce fight for control of the U.S. Senate this
year, with the electoral map working in favor of the Democrats.

Republicans are defending twenty-four seats, and at least
seven of those are competitive.

Senate Democrats have only ten seats on the ballot, and just
two are competitive.

With the Senate split 54-46 in favor of Republicans, Democ-
rats need to pick up five seats to take control of that chamber
— and just four if Hillary is elected, as the Vice President
serves as the tiebreaking vote.

Can Democrats Take Control of the U.S. House?
House Republicans enjoy a sixty seat advantage over
Democrats, so it’s a tough hill to climb for Democrats to take

Every candidate, whether an
incumbent or challenger, begins
with an “A” and is then down-
graded on the basis of each anti-
gun position or vote.

A+: Pro-Gun Leader. Carries pro-gun
bills, works with pro-gun groups and
organizes against anti-gun legislation,
speaks out for Second Amendment rights.

A: Pro-Gun Voter. Philosophically
sound. Always with pro-gun leadership
but takes no leadership role.

A- to B-: Pro-Gun compromiser. Gen-
erally leans our way but occasionally sup-
ports a particular anti-gun proposal.

C & C-: Leans Our Way occasionally.
No philosophical commitment. Must be
constantly pressured by the pro-gun
movement or, if left alone, will vote
against us.

D & D-: Likely Anti-Gun. Normally
with the anti-gun movement, but strong
pressure can sometimes move them into a
non-vote (abstention) or an occasional

2016 Candidate Rating Scorecard

Candidates who have estab-
lished a voting record, either in
the office for which they are run-
ning or in another elected office,
are evaluated primarily on the
basis of that voting record. How-
ever, sponsorship of pro or anti-
gun legislation and other such
factors can affect their grade.

If an incumbent or challenger
has not established a voting
record or demonstrated his or her
position in some other way, that
candidate is evaluated on the
basis of his or her responses to
the GOA 2016 Federal Candidate
Questionnaire or public state-

pro-gun vote, if they believe voting
against us could cause their defeat.

F: Anti-Gun Voter. A philosophically
committed anti-gunner. Does not carry

anti-gun bills but can always be counted
on to vote against us.

F-: Anti-Gun Leader. Outspoken anti-
gun advocate who carries or cosponsors
anti-gun legislation, plots and plans with
anti-gun organizations to take away our
Second Amendment rights.

?: The candidate refused to answer his or
her questionnaire. This is usually a sign
that the candidate is hiding anti-gun
views.

Nevertheless, they are making a strong play to pick up
House seats with support from major donors like billionaire
George Soros. While it’s not likely Democrats will win the
House, if there’s a strong shift toward Hillary in the final weeks
before the election, anything can happen.

And even though Gun Owners of America has had bitter dis-
agreements with Republican leadership over their handling of
the gun issue, one-party control of two of the three branches of
government can be disastrous.

Consider that the last time Democrats controlled the White
House and both chambers of Congress, they passed the anti-gun
ObamaCare law.

The time before that, they passed the Brady law and the ban
on semi-automatic firearms. Although the semi-auto ban
expired after ten years, other aspects of the 1994 Crime Bill
remain in effect.

For this rating, GOA has tabulated the results of surveys, and
looked at voting records and public statements, to arrive at a
grade to reflect where a candidate stands.

Indiana Governor Mike Pence, Trump’s Vice-Presidential pick, is
“A” rated and the most pro-gun candidate that voters will see on
presidential ballots this fall.

A “?” next to a person’s names means that candidate refused
to respond to the GOA survey and has no prior voting record.

Whether or not this is “the most important election in our
lifetimes,” the bottom line is there’s a lot at stake and it’s cru-
cial that the nearly one hundred million gun owners get out to
vote this November. ll

tutional Carry to twelve,” Pratt told the
media.

Gun Owners of America mobilized
its grassroots members on several occa-
sions this year in support of this Consti-
tutional Carry legislation.

Billionaire Michael Bloomberg was
very active in the state, opposing the
legislation, but to no avail.

Permitless carry will now take effect
in Missouri on January 1, 2017.

“Law-abiding citizens should not
have to ask for permission to exercise a
constitutionally-protected right,” Pratt
said.

“That’s the beauty of Constitutional
Carry, it honors the Second Amend-
ment which says the right to keep and
BEAR arms ‘shall not be infringed.””

ments opposing a proposed regulation by Obama’s Social
Security Administration.

The regulation would add tens of thousands of names to the
NICS system and prevent many seniors and disabled individu-
als from buying guns.

Existing federal statue prohibits firearms possession by any-
one “who has been adjudicated as a mental defective.”

Under SSA’s proposed rule, there would be no real determi-
nation that the person being disarmed is actually a “mental
defective” — as the current statue requires.

Instead, the Obama administration would disarm thousands
of seniors and jeopardize the inheritances they plan to pass on
to their children and grandchildren, even though they are not
dangerous, untrustworthy or likely to misuse a firearm.

Our comments point out that the Social Security Adminis-
tration’s proposed regulation is at odds with not only the Con-
stitution, but also the views of several federal courts which
have considered similar questions.

GOF’s comments also note that this is yet another of
Obama’s long train of illegal and unconstitutional acts that are
designed to disarm as many Americans as possible, by whatev-

er means available — using regulations which purport to
“interpret” a statue, but in reality rewrite it entirely.

GOF Defending Concealed Carry in Court

Right now, Gun Owners Foundation is backing a case which
challenges the District of Columbia’s assault on concealed
carry — a case that has national implications.

The case is Grace v. DC, and our brief rebukes the District
for refusing to abide by the principles set forth in the 2008
Heller case.

The District is trying to limit concealed carriers to only
those who can show a “good reason,” which effectively means
that almost no one would ever get a permit.

But our brief challenges the idea that there are exceptions to
constitutionally-protected rights, and that courts can use so-
called “balancing tests” to deny those rights.

Grace was victorious in the District Court, which deter-
mined that D.C.’s law is “likely” violating the Second Amend-
ment. The case will now be heard by the U.S. Court of
Appeals for the D.C. Circuit.

Again, we are very grateful for the support gun owners have
given to Gun Owners Foundation through the CFC.

Justice Thomas Uses GOF Brief

This year, we made quite a splash when Supreme Court
Justice Clarence Thomas broke a decade-long tradition of
silence by peppering questions at an anti-gun lawyer appear-
ing before the Court.
